There will be a presentation on the advergetsfof flooding by the Denburn in the Queens
Cross area and the measures to mitigate this éyuating flood water where it is presently
culverted under Kings Gate, near its junction v8tronsay Drive. Questions and answers will
follow the presentation. Councillors will be at tmeeting but no-one from Scottish Water, who she
is in contact with. She stated that Scottish Wagete been down the drains with CCTV but have
seen no blockages. Aileen did voice her concerniaibe leaves lying about the drains.

Aileen spoke about the junction at Springfield Ro#ad Springfield Avenue and feels it is
important to get yellow lines to prevent an acctdmcurring. Clir Thomson said that someone will
go and assess the roads and also look at the gpeed. He mentioned that Chevron is looking at
the parking problems and establishing more parkmaulti-storey, looking at the horticultural
land.
