     Minutes of the virtual meeting at 7.00 pm on Tuesday 7th June 2022.

Present: William Sell (WS), Robert Frost (RF), Margaret Meikle (MM), Craig Melville (CM), Keith Watson (KW), Councillor Martin Greig (MG), Councillor Ken McLeod, Police Sergeant John McOuat (JM).

[bookmark: _Hlk105515451]The survey of residents’ views concerning the future of the green space between Countesswells Avenue and Springfield Rd was outstandingly successful. This was due to the splendid teamwork in delivering the hundreds of leaflets to the letterboxes of our residents.
WS thanked MM for compiling the leaflet and distributing the printed copies in Countesswells.
He thanked RF for sourcing survey monkey, linking it to our website, then, along with Mrs Frost, delivering leaflets to the residents of Burnieboozle Crescent and Place.
He thanked Cameron Campbell (in absentia) for delivering a large quantity of leaflets to the residents of the Macaulay Housing Estate.
WS thanked CM for delivering a considerable quantity of leaflets, particularly to the long street of Kildrummy Road.
He thanked Dana Blyth (in absentia), for delivering leaflets in the Pinewood area. 
He thanked Jane Ormerod (in absentia), for delivering to the streets neighbouring Kildrummy Road.
WS thanked KM for delivering about 200 leaflets to Springfield Road and neighbouring streets.
Police Report: JM – anti-social behaviour: there were two complaints of males acting suspiciously. Officers attended but could not detect any crime being committed.
Acquisitive crime: Two males were reported to the procurator fiscal. The police are grateful to the public for supplying the information that led to their arrest.
Road safety: An Operation has been run on Anderson Drive. 13 motorists were stopped, and anti-social behaviour orders were issued to four.
Community Engagement: Police 2022 Survey has been launched. It is required to reshape future policing.
CM Asked what is being done to interact with kids at schools. He reported that kids playing at a school gain access by climbing over a fence in that situation there is a risk of injury. He addressed this query to MG. 
MG will follow up that concern.
JM Has good relationships with all the schools. He is in liaison with the head teachers.
MM referred to the appearance of a naked man at a virtual community council meeting and asked the question, “What do we do in our community council should such an event occur?”
JM replied to the effect that we have a fairly narrow field of invitation when we send out the joining links for our meetings. It is a criminal offence, but what we have in place this proportionate to the risk.
MM commented that the use of proprietary software is important for organising virtual meetings.
Minutes of the Virtual Meeting of 3rd May:

There being no amendments, the minutes were adopted.
Treasurer’s Report: Narrated by WS- 
Current Balance on 11 May 2022: £1306.78
This includes the sum of £99.00 for the SurveyMonkey fee used for the online survey the Community Council authorised, then reimbursed to the Community Council Planning Officer, Mr Robert Frost; Cheque number 010140. There are no other outstanding sums due until July when the premium for Data protection insurance is due - anticipated approximately at between £35.00-£45.00.

The audited approval of the accounts is underway, and Cameron will likely send these to CC members shortly in advance of the next CC meeting and before they are forwarded to Karen Finch.

There are no outstanding issues relating to any of the transactions for 2021 or to date for 2022.

Thought will have to be given to funding future projects. Our grant will be received shortly to increase the balance.

Correspondence: All items of correspondence have been forwarded to members.
Matters Arising: WS reported that, along with Karen Reilly, he attended the “Big Jubilee Lunch” on Sunday 5th June. 
It was an outstanding success with an attendance of 200 +. 
The survey of residents’ views concerning the future of the green space between Countesswells Ave and Springfield Road: At the May meeting, it was agreed to form a sub-committee to provide documented proof for Steven Shaw, Aberdeen City Council, regarding residents’ desires and needs concerning the green space area known as the ‘Coulter Bypass’. 
WS, MM, RF, KW, and CM. met online at 7.00 pm on Friday 6th May. The following was decided-
Method of survey. Survey Monkey
Targeted letter box drops.
Adding location to return paper responses, i.e., ask for post codes.
Make it possible for residents email their responses to the CC email address by including the link on the questionnaire
The Inclusion of all residents who do not have a digital presence.
WS reported that the response from residents was more than he expected (352 including 294 responses to Survey Monkey). This showed the depth of feeling in the community concerning the future landscaping and management of this greenspace.
Survey Monkey produced analytic data pertaining to the purposes for which the Greenspace is used.
It also provided an Excel spreadsheet with 294 entries listing residents’ views about what they would like to see achieved for this popular greenspace.
MM has the paper responses. It is her intention to add their data to the analytic and spreadsheet statistics produced by Survey Monkey.
Understandably, this is a lot of work and will take some time to complete.
It is up to us to decide how best to use this information to the best effect in convincing the Council that the status quo of their lack-lustre policy is not an option when it comes to investing in the future of this valuable green asset.
The Community deserves better.
Drainage and access footpaths figured prominently in the comments by the residents. There is no footpath in the Eastern section of the Meadow, and it has no connection with the footpaths system.
He commented that the Council wants us to exercise outdoors, but if this pathetic apology for a public amenity is anything to go by, they are only paying woeful lip service to the ethic and benefits of healthy exercise.
According to Public Health Scotland, "greater use of the outdoors can help to tackle some of our big health challenges like physical inactivity and mental ill health."

WS reported that information will be available for the next meeting. Once the data is collated, we will pick out themes. As a community council, we will have to decide what to give residents back. Collectively, we need to decide what to tell them.

MG thanked the Community Council for doing the survey. He asked what the next stage is to be. Will it be possible to judge what people want?

MM commented that, now the survey is done, we must keep the momentum going on this. We must demonstrate an action plan as to what we are hoping to achieve.

KW commented that People need to see something being done.

MG asked is the Hutton and development could be an opportunity for planning gain.

Electric Car Rental Scheme: It was pointed out during the last meeting that the scheme did not exist in this area. It could be an advantage to people with no car.

As a result of his investigation, MG, advised the meeting that this is very much an issue of funding, and this is ongoing.

MM commented to the effect that, if the government don't fund local authorities for more electric vehicle points, what is the point of having an electric car?

MG advised the meeting that the council is committed to installing new electric vehicle charging points over the next few years. No help from the government is available. The council wants to invest £5,000,000 in this project.

CM commented that the car club has less cars. MG will investigate this situation.

CM asked if we could get a timeline for getting the car club in this area. MG will find out the answer to his question.

Planning Officer’s Report: The report, which was very professionally produced, was screenshared. It included planning applications for home extensions, and attendees were able to view the architects’ drawings. 
There were also applications to carry out works to protected trees. 
Matters for Discussion with Ward Councillors: Councillor John Cooke could not be present at the meeting. His report, which had already been forwarded to all members, was narrated by WS. 

MM reported that a resident asked if she knew when the Craigiebuckler part of the bus route was going to be rerouted. There was a concern that, with the service provision for the the new development, the bus will not come back to Craigiebuckler.

MG informed the meeting that he has confidential information about this. First bus will provide information about the changes. They will be announced on its website. He will do what he can to get more information.

MM recalled that an invitation to our meeting had already been emailed to First’s managers.
People have been told to use public transport, but how can they do so if there are no buses.

CM commented that there is not one map showing up to date bus routes.

MG commented that this is a safety issue, and he will follow the matter up.
There being no further business, WS thanked all attendees and declared the meeting closed.
Craigiebuckler Avenue Bus Terminus: CM reported that there are no seals between the sections of the tarmac surface.
MG reported that he already has a query about it, and he will share the council's response.
MM reported that there is a big pothole on Craigiebuckler Avenue, near its junction with Kildrummy Road.
MG will report this to the Roads Department.
There being no further business, WS thanked all attendees and declared the meeting closed.
